What’s That You’re Wearing?
Spring Break Art Camp

Salina, KS

You’re invited to apply for Rolling Hills Wildlife Adventure’s “What’s That You’re Wearing” spring break camp.  If you’re environmentally conscious, creative, and love clothes, this camp is for you!  From observing live animals and what they’re “wearing”, creating a glass mosaic, learning about Native Americans and what they wore to actually spinning, dying, and weaving a tapestry you’ll learn how your buying decisions impact the environment.  

Day 1: “Animal Coverings” - Zoo staff will conduct a short program sharing the various animal coverings and their functions.  Students will observe education animals up close followed by a tour of the zoo noting animal coverings and their purpose.  After lunch, art teacher, Alicia Stott, will guide students in creating glass mosaics depicting an animal of their choice emphasizing the animal’s covering.

Day 2: “Will it Grow Back?” - Conducted by Visual Merchandiser, Melissa Wagner, on this day you’ll explore renewable vs. nonrenewable resources.  Students will learn how many animals were hunted to/or almost to extinction for fashion. Neal Kindall, Native American expert/re-enactor, will share how Native Americans fully utilized wildlife without hunting them to the brink of extinction.
Day 3 & 4: “Sheep to Sweater” - You will learn first-hand the art of spinning and dying wool with weaver Donna Sandberg.
Day 5: “From Thread to Tapestry” - artist Deb Wagner will guide you in ‘felting’ your woven wool into a natural tapestry.

Camp will run Monday-Friday from 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  Lunch will be provided as will snacks. Camp tuition is $50 for the entire week. Tuition covers snacks and lunches; a grant from the Kansas Art Commission covers the cost of all the materials.
